mixing with fresh Nukote ink. 11. Nozzle Plate Cleaning

A proprietary nozzle plate cleaning process cleans and seals
the cartridge. This step preserves performance characteristics
until the consumer is ready to install the cartridge.

5. Nozzle Plate Cleaning
Each cartridge is soaked in a proprietary cleaning solution that
softens dried ink and removes debris. Nukote reinforces some of
the nozzle plate attachments to ensure reliability. 12. Packaging
Each Nukote cartridge is boxed in protective packaging,
complete with compatibility information and instructions for
use. Each cartridge is lot coded should the need arise
to determine its age or content.

6. Internal Cleaning
Nukote thoroughly cleans the inside of the cartridge and
nozzle positions.

7. Component Replacement
When necessary, key components such as ink retainer foam
